On Wednesday, February 6th, two seniors at Antioch Community High School will sign their national letter of intent to pursue their athletic careers at NCAA Division I institutions.  These signings will take place at 8:00 a.m. in the main office conference room at Antioch Community High School.  

Kalli Krumpos will sign with Georgetown University to compete in field hockey.  Kalli was selected as the Illinois High School Field Hockey Association’s State Player of the Year this fall after leading the Sequoits to a third place finish in the IHSFHA State Meet.  This fall was her third time as a team member of a state qualifying field hockey team, as she was also a member of two Antioch teams that placed fourth her freshman and sophomore years.  In addition to field hockey, she has been a member of the varsity soccer team the past two seasons.  Her successes on the field have been duplicated in the classroom.  Kalli currently ranks 3rd in her senior class of 291 students and has worked with the school’s Leadership Council.  
Susie O’Connor will sign with DePaul University to play soccer next year.  As a freshman, Susie played an instrumental role in the Sequoits winning the IHSA Regional Soccer Championship and advancing to the IHSA Sectional Semi-Finals, where they lost in overtime on penalty kicks.  Susie has spent the last two seasons playing for the Eclipse Soccer Club, but will return this spring to play her senior year for the Sequoits.  
“We are very proud of the accomplishments of these two student/athletes and their prospects for the future,” stated Antioch Athletic Director Steve Schoenfelder.  “They are well respected by their classmates and are looked upon as leaders in the school.  They were members of the first freshman class to experience the split of the District #117 Schools.  At the time there was some uncertainty as to what would happen with the athletic teams at Antioch.  We challenged this senior class as freshmen to make an impact on the history of the school’s athletic program and help the succeeding classes to learn how to accomplish lofty goals, both academically and co-curricular.  Susie and Kalli have worked with their classmates to successfully accomplish the challenge.”
